Award - $1,000 for students attending a four-year college and $500 for students planning on attending a two-year college

Deadline – 3/1/09

Requirements – must be a graduating high school senior – must have a GPA of 3.0/4.0 – must write a 250 word essay stating why that scholarship is important to you and what are your career goals – see your counselor for an application
*AKA Sorority – Theta Rho Omega Chapter Scholarship

Award – varies
Deadline – materials must be received by 3/9/09

Requirements – must be an African-American graduating senior, female and in the top third of the class – must fill out an application and write an essay – see your counselor for details and an application

* AMVETS Scholarships
Award – varies (several different scholarships) 

Deadline – 3/1/09 

Requirements – must be a high school graduating senior – see your counselor or visit www.ilamvets.org for more information
* AXA Achievement Community Scholarship 
Award – (12) $2,000 

Deadline – 2/15/09 

Requirements – be a graduating high school senior – use the money for education-related expenses – write an essay describing an outstanding achievement they have accomplished in a non-academic activity or project – see your counselor for more information and an application
* Big Sun Organization Scholarship 
Award - $500 
Deadline – 6/27/09 
Requirements – graduating high school seniors planning on participating in a sport in college – go to www.bigsunathletics.com to apply  
* Eastern Michigan University 
Award – in state tuition (you’ll actually be paying $1,500 less than their in state tuition rates) 
Requirements – must have a GPA of 3.0/4.0 and a 20 on the ACT
*Jack and Jill of America – South Suburban Chicago Chapter Scholarship

Award – Varies

Deadline – 2/15/09

Requirements – must be a graduating high school senior, fill out an application, write an essay (topics are on the application), submit a copy of an admission acceptance letter from a college or university, 2 letters of recommendation (1 from a teacher and 1 from a counselor

*James Mix and Sean Carter Memorial Scholarship

Award - $1,000

Deadline – applications must be received no later than 4/15/09
Requirements – must be a graduating high school senior – must be in the upper quarter of their graduating class – must be actively seeking enrollment in a 4 year college/university – have 2 letters of recommendation and write a 500 word essay stating your future goals and explaining how you believe a college education will help you achieve your goals – must also submit a copy of your financial aid form and/or 1040 tax forms – see your counselor for details and an application

*The Kevin Kaplan Foundation Scholarship

Award - $1,000 - $5,000

Deadline – all materials must be received by 3/16/09

Requirements – must be a graduating high school senior that plans on attending a 4 year university – see your counselor for other requirements and for an application
*Leopold Education Project Scholarship Program 
Award – up to $500 
Deadline – 4/1/09 
Requirements – must be a graduating high school senior – must have a GPA of 3.0/4.0 – must plan on majoring in  biology or something in the natural resource field – go to http://www.will-scookswcd.org/leopold.htm for an application
*Markham Educational Foundation 

Award - $2,000 (2) – one is based on financial need and one is based on academic excellence – renewable for up to 4 years of study

Deadline – 4/30/09

Requirements – must be a graduating high school senior and a resident of Markham – must show financial need for the financial need scholarship – must have at least a 20 ACT for the academic scholarship – must show proof of acceptance to a university – must write a short essay and obtain letters of recommendations – see your counselor for other requirements and an application

*Nordstrom Scholarship

Award - $10,000 (5) - $2,500 over a 4 year period depending on eligibility

Deadline – 6/1/09

Requirements – must be a high school junior – have a GPA of 2.7/4.0 – require financial assistance to attend college – attend an accredited 4 year university all 4 years for which the scholarship is awarded – not have a conviction for any crime – see your counselor for details and an application

*Ronald McDonald House Charities U.S. Scholarship Program

Award – most are a minimum of $1,000
Deadline – 2/16/09

Requirements – must be a graduating high school senior – must have at least one parent of African American or Black Caribbean heritage (for the African American scholarship) – must have one parent of Hispanic Heritage (for the Hispanic scholarship) – or you can do the general scholar scholarship – must plan on enrolling in a postsecondary school – must reside within the geographic boundaries of a participating chapter that offers a scholarship under this program –must submit application, transcript, personal statement, letter of recommendation, parent/guardian IRS Form 1040 – see your counselor for more details and an application
*South Suburban Chicago Chapter of The Links, Inc. Scholarship

Award - $2,000
Deadline – 3/20/09

Requirements – must be a graduating African-American high school senior – based on financial need and satisfactory academic performance – must write a personal essay describing community service, leadership roles and personal philosophy – see your counselor for details and an application

*The South Suburban Youth Service Alliance, Inc.

Award - $500 (2)

Deadline – all materials must be received by 4/9/09

Requirements – must be a graduating high school senior, must be planning on attending some form of school after high school – submit 2 letters of recommendation – see your counselor for details and an application
*The Southland Scholarship Foundation

Award – varies – last 3 years have been a minimum of $1,000
Deadline – 3/27/09

Requirements – must be a graduating high school senior that will be pursuing a career in the area of fine arts and meet artistic, social and academic criteria – must be choosing a major specifically in the area of fine arts – must submit a copy of an acceptance letter from the college or university that you will be attending – must submit a 3 minute individual performance audition using media DVD or VHS for music, drama or dance – must submit a 6 month slide portfolio of art samples for art students – must fill out an application – see your counselor for details and an application
**Remember to check for specific scholarships for the school that you plan on going to.  You have to be accepted in order to apply for scholarships to a certain school.**
