I found a link on the NASA website that gave a live shot in from the ISS.  It was neat to see the curvature of the earth and the clouds below.


Also, I shared with the preschoolers and the teachers about two planets we can see every clear night.  According to this morning’s weather report, tonight should be clear to see them.
