· Strengths of the preschooler

· Improvements of the preschooler throughout year
· Section Two:  Analysis of the preschooler in each developmental area…

· Physical Development
· Social Development
· Emotional Development
· Intellectual/Mental Development
· Bulletin Boards

· Each teaching team is responsible to create bulletin boards throughout the preschool year.  A picture and description of all bulletin boards created is needed for the portfolio

· Extras

· Anything else the student has learned or done during preschool

· Presentation, appearance, grammar, neatness of the entire project will be graded as well
