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     Typically the answer is in the text and easy to find.  Words to generate and answer the question are Right There in the same sentence.


	Author and You

     The answer to the question is not found in the story.  You need to rely on prior experience, information provided by the author, and how it all fits together.

	Think and Search
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     You will need to put different story parts together to answer the question.  Words used to generate and answer the question are not found in the same sentence.  The answer to the question can come from different parts of the text.


	On My Own
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     The answer is not found in the story.  The question can be answered by reading the story.  You must rely on your own experience to answer the question.
